Now that Ms. DeLyria and Jacqui have completed the perimeter search it’s time to see what’s in the middle part of the classroom.

Jacqui steps forward and locates tables, this room uses tables rather that desks.
Ms. DeLyria explains that is where the students sit so you will be finding tables and chairs. She tells Jacqui to look for any other kind of pieces of equipment or furniture that might be arranged in the center part of the room. Jacqui is going to do a kind of grid search pattern. Upper hand protection isn’t necessary in this particular part of the room, there is nothing hanging from the ceiling and they are far enough away from the walls not to encounter anything protruding from the walls. 
Ms. DeLyria asks Jacqui to find that table on her right as she did when they began the perimeter search. Jacqui squared off on the table and moves forward and to see what she will encounter with her cane as she goes forward.
Jacqui exclaims, “There’s a table over here and chairs.”  She locates several chairs around the table and notes they are plastic.

Next Ms. DeLyria has her check the size of the table and Jacqui notes it is large enough to fit several people. 
Ms. DeLyria asks, “Ok, and what’s directly on the left?” 

Jacqui finds another table and following Ms. DeLyria’s direction checks it size and how many people can sit there. Trailing her hand along the edge of the table notes it feels different, the edges are round. And there are two people on this side of the table so she knows it will seat four altogether. 
She continues her search following left and finds additional table. Ms. DeLyria explains to Jacqui to rest her cane on her shoulder area and use both hands to explore the tables as she comes upon them to check for number of chairs and any differences in the table shape or edges.

Once Jacqui has an idea of the layout of the tables within the center of the room she then returns to the perimeter and is directed to walk down the middle open are to determine exactly how many tables are in this area. With her cane out in front of her and moving it side to side she counts - One, two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight.

When she has reached the eights Ms. DeLyria asks Jacqui to move forward and examine the wall and see if she recognizes it again. Jacqui does, it is the one with all the paper on it. 
Ms. DeLyria asks, “Alright so where would the door be from here?” 

Jacqui, pointing to her left tells her where it is located. 

Very good, she is correct. She can move safely through the room and upon encountering the perimeter knows which wall is which and where to find the exit.
