A discussion of all the ChromeVox resources that are available on the Internet that I am are aware of.
TypingClub  
TypingClub is very accessible using a Chromebook and ChromeVox.  This is the only standard keyboarding program used in many public schools in the United States that is also universally designed.  This program has accessibility options for blind, low vision, physically handicapped, dyslexia, and hard of hearing/deaf.  For best results these options should be set up in the teacher settings specific to the individual student.  When a totally blind student is selected, everything is voiced, when the student hits an incorrect key the program voices the key that the student has pressed, and the program does not continue until the student has pressed a correct key.  The program also changes all the games, which are inaccessible for a totally blind student, into drills.  
TypingClub is a self-voicing program, it silences ChromeVox when TypingClub is speaking and allows ChromeVox to start without any user intervention when the student is navigating the program.  The only ChromeVox keys that the student initially needs to learn are ChromeVox+left arrow, right arrow, up arrow, down arrow and ChromeVox+space bar.

Typio
Typio is accessible online cloud based keyboarding software designed for the visually impaired that enables the student to log in from anywhere.  Typio is a customizable and interactive typing tutor.  https://www.accessibyte.com/typio/
Low Vision Students
Low Vision Accessibility Options
Configuring the screen magnifier, zoom, high contrast, and screen resolution.  Configuring the text caret and large mouse cursor.  Text-to-speech options.  Keystrokes for enabling these options.
Purchase a 15.6-inch touchscreen Chromebook or a larger size if one becomes available.  A Chromebook can be connected to an external (larger) monitor using the HDMI port if a student requires a larger monitor than 15.6 inches.  Chromebook specific keyboards has recently become available, currently from Dell and Logitech.  A Chromebit (USB sized device) can also be connected to an HDMI monitor.
Video Magnifiers
IPEVO Video Magnifier
The IPEVO Video Magnifier is an option for the Chromebook for near and distance viewing.  I would suggest purchasing the VZ – X Wireless, HDMI, & USB camera.  The wireless option works very well with the Chromebook, but it also has the option of using USB when the wireless connection is needed for other purposes.
