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Switch2Scan is available from InclusiveTLC for the iPad.  https://www.inclusivetlc.com/switch2scan
Switch2Scan has a switch access mode called Quick Access.  Quick Access enables this product to work with software that is designed for switch software and it can work with iOS Switch Control if needed.  Switch2Scan also has a VoiceOver mode that is very useful for totally blind students with significant additional impairments.  Switch2Scan is also very accessible for visually impaired teachers working with their students.

[bookmark: _GoBack]However, some individuals may have purchased a different switch interface than Switch2Scan, in which case iOS Switch Control will need to be used.

iOS Switch Control Settings for Blind Students
· Scanning Style: Manual
· Tap Behavior: Always Tap, causes the Select action to immediately select the focused item instead of showing the scanner menu
· Sound Effects: On
· Speech: On
· Group Items: Off, if Group Items is on only the first and last item will be spoken
Even when all the above settings are selected sometimes Point Scanning will become active.  Point Scanning is completely inaccessible for totally blind students and can’t be turned off.
